Emitted heat is related to circulation; as such, the thermal camera can help detect areas of inflammation as well as decreased 
circulation. Thermal symmetry is key, so we compare one anatomic area with the same area on the other side. TƘŜ 9ǉǳƛƴŜLwϰ ǊŜǇƻǊǘ 
is prepared in this manner.  It should be understood that correct patient preparation and environment are vital to a successful survey.

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There is asymmetry in the shoulder area with focal areas of heat cranial scapula on the right. This may be due to chiropractic 
issues and/or myofascial inflammation. Local palpation and motion palpation of the scapula recommended. There appears to 
be negative palmar angles present in the feet.  
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There is asymmetry in the face/jaw that may be environmental but may also represent ongoing inflammation in the oral cavity 
and perhaps the masseter muscle and TMJ on the right.

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Difficult to compare due to angles and stance of the horse which may account for differences seen in the shoulder area.

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Asymmetry seen in the withers/shoulder area and over the rump. Heat is greater on the left shoulder/wither and the left 
rump. Environment does not appear to be an issue based on digital images submitted. The shoulder/wither area may be due to 
saddle fit and/or chiropractic issues or off-loading of the other limb. The rump area may be due to off-loading of the right hind 
or an extension of inflammation lower in the left hind limb.  
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Slight asymmetry seen in the chest with heat greater on the left. This may be due to local inflammation or off-loading of the 
right front. Palpation and postural evaluation recommended. There is asymmetry in the hindquarters with focal heat of the 
distal semitendinosus and gastrocnemius muscle. Palpation of the area ruling out inflammation and fibrotic changes 
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recommended. Also looking for slapping of the right hind toward the ground at a walk as seen in fibrotic myopathy. The diffuse 
increase in heat of the left hind may be due to off-loading of the right hind.

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Positioning and poor quality digital images make evaluation a bit difficult, but there appears to be uneven pressure all four feet 
indicating the likelihood of hoof imbalances. Uneven loading can also be due, at least in part, to issues in the limbs causing 
postural changes. Increased heat is seen in the hocks, slightly greater on the left. Tarsitis should be ruled out via gait analysis, 
stress tests and possible radiographs based on examination results.

Thorough visual evaluation of hoof balance and palpation 
of tendons of left front limb recommended. Flexion tests of left front lower limb may also be warranted.

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Increased heat both medial hocks, greater on the left. See previous comments page 7, image 22. Increased heat and uneven 
pressure at the coronary band of the right hind foot. Hoof imbalances and negative palmar angle likely present.   
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Uneven pressure at the sole seen in both front feet. Left front has greater heat medial quarter and right front foot has it at the 
medial toe quarter. Left front foot has uneven pressure at the heel with pressure greater medially. Left front heel also appears 
contracted.  Check left front medial quarter digital pulse and the medial sole with hoof tester to rule out possible 
abscess/infection. There is increased heat in the commissures of the frog in the left front foot that may be infection and should 
be probed to check. Uneven pressures may represent postural imbalances from the limb or hoof imbalances.  
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
